Following an overview of the defence mechanisms 
in the skin and mucous membranes (barrier effect,  
immune regulation, ...), the types of treatment to combat 
such imbalances will be discussed. 
 
The second Day will deal with the affect of sensual  
cosmetics and the phsychological role played by types of 
skin treatment. Next, a range of tests will fuel discussions 
about the way cosmetics work from a health perspective 
and the regulatory context of products will be presented. 
Finally, the marketing aspect will be tackled,  
demonstrating how to present the « health » benefits of 
cosmetics to consumers.
